There are many 6ur’ist_ spots near
Ahmedabad. Sarkhej, a spot 8 km
southwest of the city, has important

historical monuments. Nineteen km north :

of the city is Adlaj Vay, an intricately built
step well. Lothal, an ancient dock
belonging to the Indus Valley Civilisation,
lies 85 km southwest of Ahmedabad. The
town of Modhera is 102 km northwest of
the city and boasts an ancient sun
temple. Patan lies 130 km northwest of
Ahmedabad and has about 100 Jain
temples.

Ahmedabad has a lot of temples that
generate a lot of tourism interest:

Akshardham

8 kms from Ahmedabad

The Akshardham is one of the finest
contemporary temples in all of India,
using a blend of traditional sandstone
carving with state-of-the-art technologies
like fibre-optics, sound and light shows,
multi-media, and audio-visual shows.

Ambaji

179 kms from Ahmedabad

Associated with Goddess Amba and
Lord Krishna, Ambaji is one of the most
important Hindu pilgrim spots.

Dwarka

441 kms from Ahmedabad

One of the four dhams of Hinduism,
together with Badrinath-Kedarnath,
Rameshwaram and Puri, Dwarka's
association with Lord Krishna makes it a
major place of pilgrimage.

Mt. Girnar

- 330 kms from .Ahmedébad-';""

The 3660 ft high peak of Girar, covered
by Jain and Hindu temples, is a great
pilgrimage and architectural wonder.

Palitana

239 kms from Ahmedabad

The cluster of over 850 temples,
crowning the high peak of Shetrunjaya,
600 metres over Palitana town, offers
spectacular architecture, views and an
awesome aura of devotion.

Somnath

412 kms from Ahmedabad

One of the 12 Jyotirlingas of Lord Shiva,
Somnath is among the most important
pilgrimage sites on India’s west coast.
